INTRODUCTION  

June 2, 1998 
GENERAL 

The History Committee of the Rotary Club of Independence has been working for a 
number of years now to collect and inventory all of the historical information that we can 
find.  We have found a lot of valuable information, including an accountant’s-type 
notebook which has the minutes of the first two and one-half years of the Rotary Club 
weekly meetings and monthly board meetings.  We also have a photograph which was 
taken on October 10, 1938 of Rotarians standing on the steps of the Jackson County 
Courthouse.  There were 23 Rotarians in the picture, 21 who were Charter members.  
We have an 8 mm movie film which was taken in the early years and shows some of the 
original Rotarians coming out of the meeting place.  Also included on that film is a scene 
of Rotarians installing the original road signs. Newspaper article, The Examiner, dated 
Friday, December 16, 1937 was found on microfilm at the Mid-Continent Library.  The 
article is a full page long and it is titled “World Owes Us Nothing, Dr. Ice tells Rotarians”.  
The article covers the Charter dinner.   

We have also recovered the original framed Charter and the Rotary bell which were 
presented to the Club at the Charter dinner. 

Besides those major items of interest, we have a lot of black and white and color 
pictures and color slides, and quite a lot of other paper information. 

The committee realizes that there is a lot of information which Rotarians still have that 
should be given to the History Committee.  

I want to thank the Rotary members who have found and given material to the 
Committee, thanks for Committee members help and for Max Raveill’s assistance in 
assembling and filing information.  Thanks also go to Sharon Allin for her help in 
labeling boxes and notebooks.  Also, my special thanks to my daughter, Cathy, for her 
help and for the many hours of typing and re-typing many drafts over the period of 
several years.

FORMATION OF ROTARY CLUB OF INDEPENDENCE 

The Rotary Club of Independence, Missouri, was organized by the Kansas City Club on 
November 13, 1937, with George Fleishman serving as a special representative from 
Rotary International.  It was organized as club number 4462 in district 134.  The first 
meeting place was the Grill on the south side of the square in Independence, Missouri.
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A dinner was held December 9, 1937, at the First Christian Church at which time the 
charter was formally presented by District Governor E. W. Tedlock.  Rotarian Harry L. 
Ice gave the principle address.  A report published by the Kansas City club the following 
week said Tedlock “followed with one of his sincere talks, in which he mixes the drollery 
of the Missouri clod-hopper which he claims to be, with little flights of the most 
appealing sort of oratory and a few poems that he carries in the back of his fertile mind 
just for such occasions.” 

Delegations from St. Joseph, Chillicothe, Lexington, Liberty, and both Kansas Cities 
boosted attendance to 200.  The new club had 30 members.  Burns Strader was the 
Club President. 

FILING SYSTEM 

The history information and items are filed in storage boxes as follows: 

A.  SMALL ITEMS 

Small Items, such as paper, brochures, photographs, slides, etc., which can be 
inserted into 8.5”x11” plastic sleeves, are inserted in the sleeves and filed in 3”, 3-
ring notebooks, tabbed as “Miscellaneous” (items not related to Rotary years) and 
“1937-38” through current year.  The notebooks are stored 4 in each box.  Boxes are 
labeled “Rotary Club of Independence, Missouri, History Notebook File” and 
numbered Box N1, Box N2, etc. 

B.  LARGE ITEMS 

Large Items are stored in boxes labeled “Rotary Club of Independence, Missouri, 
History Archive File” and numbered A1, A2, etc..  

C.  ITEMIZED LISTING 

An itemized listing has been prepared which shows where each item is filed—in 
Notebooks and in Boxes.  This listing has been assembled as a booklet.  The 
individual sheets are also filed in the Notebooks in the tab plastic sleeve:  
Introduction, Miscellaneous, YEAR 1937-38, etc.  An “office copy” of the booklet is 
always filed in the Notebook File box with the current year Notebook file.  That 
booklet is used for mark up of changes and additions, also filed with the current year 
notebook file is the Permanent file of the Final Draft of the History Booklet (original 
sheets to be used for making copies) and the floppy disk file. 

D. COMPUTER FILE 

A copy of the above information is saved on 3.5” floppy disks, IBM format, Microsoft 
Word for Windows, Version 7.0a, which are stored in the current Notebook File box 
with the “office copy” of the booklet.

The following are interesting actions listed in the minutes: 

At the Board Meeting on August 12, 1938, the President appointed Elvin Luff to 
investigate the cost of road markers to be placed at highways leading to Independence 
and also investigate the cost of a sign to be placed in the Grille window.   

On September 9, 1938, the Board tentatively agreed to purchase 6 road signs for $75.   

After the Rotary meeting on October 10, 1938, the members assembled on the 
Courthouse steps for a picture.  A photocopy of that picture is included.   

At the Board meeting on October 21, 1938, the Board agreed to have a Birthday Table, 
beginning in November on the last meeting of each month.   

At the October 24, 1938 meeting “Pres. Called on Ralph Thomas to introduce a new 
member, Dr. S.K. Kranson.” 
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On November 1, 1938, the Board voted to “buy a President’s pin, to be passed on to 
each newly elected Pres.” 

On March 10, 1939, Elvin Luff reported that the 8 Rotary signs were ready to be 
installed and Burns Strader volunteered to report on obtaining permission for installing 
the same.   

On April 14, 1939, the Board voted to pay for 8 road signs at $12 each, total of $97.92 
including $1.92 tax.   

On June 5, 1939, “Pre. Diamond asked club to go out to Ott school for placing of a road 
sign there.”
